“So they got up early in the morning and went out into the 
Wilderness of  Tekoa; and as they went out, Jehoshaphat stood and 
said, “Hear me, O Judah, and you inhabitants of  Jerusalem! 
Believe and trust in the Lord your God and you will be established 
(secure). Believe and trust in His prophets and succeed.”

➢ So, this entire decade is about the 
restoration of  ‘prophetic vision’ (20/20)
and understanding back to the body of
Christ – look at 2 Chron (20:20)

➢ We are nearing the end of a 10-Year prophetic season that 
actually terminates in the year (2020 or 5780)

➢ This 10-Year period of  time began in 
2010 or 5770 – 70 is the numerical 
value of  the Hebrew letter ‘Ayin’ –
which means ‘TO SEE’



➢ So, in this decade of  ‘AYIN’, we need to embrace the 
prophetic and be as the ‘Sons of  Issachar’ who 
understand the times and how we are to ‘Yoke’ up with 
the Lord and join Him in everything that He desires to 
accomplish in and through us

➢ Again, the ‘70’ in the Hebrew year 5778, is “TO SEE”, the ‘8’ is the 
8th letter of  the Hebrew aleph-bet which is:

➢ A ‘Fenced-In’ place can be a place of  safety and privacy – like 
the ‘secret place’ we have with our Lord, or 

➢ It can be an obstacle, or a way of  excluding others – it can be a 
wall of  separation

➢ He is increasing our spiritual eyesight to see the wall of  separation 
– to bring breakthrough and unity in His Body that will position us 
for the great harvest.



➢ So, early this morning, as I’m working on this segment of  the 
presentation – an email comes from the Elijah List – the prophetic 
article was titled: “A Vision of  the Family Room in our Father’s 
House” – here’s how it began with (John 17:20-21) -

"I do not pray for these alone, but also for those who will believe in 
Me through their word; that they all may be one, as You, Father, are 
in Me, and I in You; that they also may be one in Us, that the world 
may believe that You sent Me“

“God's family structure is where we come together 
in such an unlikely and uncommon form of  unity, 
overcoming the division of  the old structure, and 
restoring an identity-laden, diversity-celebrated 
family. We are His sons and daughters who each reveal 
the Father differently and becoming one with the life of  the Son as 
He prayed in John 17—that the world may believe.”

Breaking Down the Walls that Separate Us!

➢ Looking at this New Year of 5778, an important aspect of it 
will be the body coming together in unity – “Behold, how 
good and how pleasant it is For brothers to dwell together in 
unity!”

➢ What we are doing here today, celebrating and worshipping 
the Lord at His scheduled appointments – just as we did on 
Wednesday evening for Trumpets and Pentecost in June

➢ This will begin to create an ‘Open Heaven’ in this region that 
will knock down the walls that divide His body

➢ Then we will become, as described in Psalm 
122, a city “COMPACTED TOGETHER” –
where the tribes ‘Go Up’ to worship the 
Lord!

➢Tishrei – 30 Days – September/October time frame

The Initiation of the Fall Feasts; The High Holy Days!

(Feast of 
Trumpets)



➢ Speaking of Tabernacles – Mark 
your calendars, Saturday, Oct 
7th – 1:30 – 4:30 at the 
Wickham Park Recreation Center 
– same place as we did Pentecost

“And it shall come to pass that 
everyone who is left of all the 
nations which came against 
Jerusalem shall go up from year to 
year to worship the King, the Lord 
of hosts, and to keep the Feast of 
Tabernacles.” (Zech 14:16)



TISHREI – CHARACTERISTICS AND PROPHETIC SIGNIFICANCE
➢Associated Hebrew Letter is:

➢ Another important aspect of walking through the 
open door in this new year of 5778, is taking up 
your ‘Staff’ of Authority and using it to enforce 
the victory of the cross, treading
on serpents and scorpions



TISHREI – CHARACTERISTICS AND PROPHETIC SIGNIFICANCE
➢The associated Tribe is: 

“And to Joseph were born two sons before the 
years of famine came, whom Asenath, the 
daughter of Poti-Pherah priest of On, bore to 
him. Joseph called the name of the firstborn 
Manasseh: “For God has made me forget all my 
toil and all my father’s house.” And the name of 
the second he called Ephraim: “For God has 
caused me to be fruitful in the land of my 
affliction.” (Gen 41:50-52)

➢ʼEphrayim, ef-rah'-yim; double fruit; to bear fruit, be 
fruitful, branch off 

➢Though the body of Christ in general, has been through much 
testing and refinement:

“Listen carefully, I have created the smith who 
blows on the fire of coals and who produces a 
weapon for its purpose;” (Isaiah 54:16(a))

➢Yet, those who have been 
willing to submit to the 
Lord’s refining fire in 
these seasons, will be 
‘DOUBLY FRUITFUL’

➢Hurricane IRMA has 
given us a painful 
example of that biblical 
principle

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➢ So, we are transitioning from 
the ‘dog days of Summer’ to the 
refreshing days of Autumn

“To everything there is a season, 
A time for every purpose under 
heaven” (Eccl 3:1)

➢ The next 3 months are: Tishrei, 
Cheshvan, and Kislev, which correspond 
to the tribes of:

➢ Peter had something to say about that 
on the day of Pentecost: 

(Acts 3:19-AMP)

➢ The 7th month of Tishrei begins the 
AUTUMN Season



TISHREI – CHARACTERISTICS AND PROPHETIC SIGNIFICANCE
“So repent [change your inner self—your old way of thinking, 
regret past sins] and return [to God—seek His purpose for your 
life], so that your sins may be wiped away [blotted out, 
completely erased], so that times of refreshing may come from 
the presence of the Lord [restoring you like a cool wind on a hot 
day];”(Acts 3:19 - AMP)

➢Fully expect to be ‘REFRESHED’ 
this month!

➢And that makes perfect sense, 
since we’ll be celebrating the most 
joyous Feast of all – Tabernacles!



TISHREI – CHARACTERISTICS AND PROPHETIC SIGNIFICANCE

“Have them build a sanctuary for Me, so that 
I may dwell among them.” (Exodus 25:8)

“In Him [and in fellowship with one another] 
you also are being built together into a 
dwelling place of God in the Spirit.” (Eph 2:22)



TISHREI – CHARACTERISTICS AND PROPHETIC SIGNIFICANCE

“Blessed of the Lord is his land, With the precious things of 
heaven, with the dew, And the deep lying beneath, With the 
precious fruits of the sun, With the precious produce of the 
months…

➢Back to the tribe of Ephraim - as the son of Joseph, he would 
be the inheritor of the promises given to Joseph

➢So, since we have been grafted into those promises – let’s look 
at Deut 33 where Moses is prophesying over the sons of Israel, 
and it’s Joseph, Ephraim and Mannaseh who have some of the 
richest promises

➢For those of you who happen to follow the Torah reading cycle 
every year, this particular scripture (Deut 33 & 34) make up 
the final reading for the year, and are the current scriptures 
for this week… Deut 33:13-17

Note: As we worship and exalt the Lord every month as a 
Firstfruits offering – we receive the precious produce of the 

months!



TISHREI – CHARACTERISTICS AND PROPHETIC SIGNIFICANCE

“With the best things of the ancient mountains, With the precious 
things of the everlasting hills, With the precious things of the 
earth and its fullness, And the favor of Him who dwelt in the 
bush. Let the blessing come 
‘on the head of Joseph, 
And on the crown of the 
head of him who was 
separate from his brothers’. 
His glory is like a firstborn 
bull, And his horns like the 
horns of the wild ox; 
Together with them He 
shall push the peoples To 
the ends of the earth; They 
are the ten thousands of 
Ephraim, And they are the 
thousands of Manasseh.”



TISHREI – CHARACTERISTICS AND PROPHETIC SIGNIFICANCE
➢It’s important at the Head of the Year, at this turn of seasons 
that you inquire of the Lord to ensure that you are flowing in 
His divine plan for your life -

➢That you are situated right where He wants you to be, and you 
are doing exactly what He wants you to be doing – in other 
words, you’re at the right place, at the right time, doing the 
right thing!

➢Just as the woman with the issue of blood pressed through the 
crowd to touch the hem of Jesus’ garment – Tishrei is the 
month to ‘press through to touch HIM!’

➢…And when you 
feel His presence, 
and touch Him in 
such a way – He 
releases virtue 
into you…



TISHREI – CHARACTERISTICS AND PROPHETIC SIGNIFICANCE

“Therefore, since we have these [great and wonderful] promises, 
beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from everything that 
contaminates body and spirit, completing holiness [living a 
consecrated life—a life set apart for God’s purpose] in the fear 
of God.”

➢Right now, in these days preceding the Day of Atonement, (Yom 
Kippur) – these 10 days of Awe, it’s important that we cleanse 
ourselves of all things that would defile us – Paul tells us in 2 Cor 
7:1

➢This is especially true of any bitterness 
that might be in our lives – (Heb 12:14-15)

“Pursue peace with all people, and 
holiness, without which no one will see 
the Lord: looking carefully lest anyone 
fall short of the grace of God; lest 
any root of bitterness springing up 
cause trouble, and by this many become 
defiled.”



TISHREI – CHARACTERISTICS AND PROPHETIC SIGNIFICANCE

➢On this 7th Month, a time of completion and perfection – allow 
the Lord to bring certain issues to closure in your life, so you 
can enter into a brand new season, and press into all the 
promises that He has for you
➢Here’s a quote from David Herzog, about this prophetic time 
we are in:



➢Let’s not go around the same mountain again – whatever that 
mountain is for each one of us – Let’s press through

➢And RUN THROUGH THAT 
OPEN DOOR!!!
