➢Whatever this ‘Harvest of the Heavens’ is – PRECIOUS, it’s CHOICE – it implies:

➢We know that scripture has different levels of interpretation – in Hebraic thought -
✓ P'shat – meaning Simple
✓ Remez – meaning Hint

✓ D’rash – meaning Concept

✓ Sod – meaning Hidden



“May his land be blessed of the Lord,

➢From a ‘P’shat standpoint, we know that because of the sun and some extent the 
moon – we have crops – we have ‘bread from the earth and the fruit of the vine’

✓ P'shat – meaning Simple
✓ Remez – meaning Hint

✓ D’rash – meaning Concept

✓ Sod – meaning Hidden

➢But, from a ‘Remez’, ‘D’rash’ and a ‘Sod’ standpoint, we know there’s  something 
deeper; there’s a spiritual aspect, because the heavenly bodies, the sun, moon 
and stars were appointed by the Lord to do more than just support our physical 
life on earth – the spirit realm is greater than the physical
“God made two great lights: the 

greater light to rule the day and the 
lesser light to rule the night. He 
made the stars also.” (Gen 1:16)

memshâlâh, mem-shaw-law'; rule; also:—
dominion, government, power, to rule.

➢The ‘sun’, ‘moon’ & ‘stars’ exert some level of spiritual influence on planet earth 
and its inhabitants



“Sing aloud unto God our strength; make a joyful noise unto the God of Jacob. Lift 
up a melody, and sound the tambourine, the pleasant lyre with the harp. Blow the 
trumpet at the New Moon, at the day of our festival. For this is a statute for Israel, 
a decree of the God of Jacob.”
(Psalm 81:1-4)

➢Putting these thoughts together, based on scripture, the Lord wants to release on us a 
“Harvest of the Heavens” that is: PRECIOUS, it’s CHOICE – and it implies: EMINANCE!

“Blessed be the God and Father of 
our Lord Jesus Christ, who has 
blessed us with every spiritual 

blessing in the heavenly places in 
Christ.” (Eph 1:3)

➢The question is, how do we tap into these spiritual blessings from the heavens?

epouránios, ep-oo-ran'-ee-os; Celestial; the lower 
heavens, of the stars

➢Can we agree that this Psalm is speaking of ROSH CHODESH?

“Oh, that My people would listen to Me,
and Israel would follow in My ways!

I would soon subdue their enemies,
and turn My hand against their 

adversaries.” (Psalm 81:13-14)

“But I would feed them with the finest of 
wheat, and with honey out of the rock I 
would satisfy you.” (Psalm 81:13-14)



➢If the removal of God’s favor can bring a curse from the sun and moon:

“The sun shall not strike you by day,
Nor the moon by night.” (Ps 121:6)

➢Again, when we live in God’s favor – we can reap the ‘Harvest of the Heavens’ 
which is – PRECIOUS, it’s CHOICE – it implies: EMINANCE!

“They have dealt treacherously with the Lord,
For they have begotten pagan children.

Now a New Moon shall devour them and 
their heritage.” (Hos 5:7)

➢Ultimately, we’ll see the fulfillment of Rosh 
Chodesh, as spoken in the Song of Solomon:

“Who is she who looks forth as the morning,
Fair as the moon,
Clear as the sun,

Awesome as an army with banners?” 
(SOS 6:10)

“You are altogether beautiful, my love; there 
is no flaw in you.” 

(SOS 4:7)





A Look Back at

➢ Because the 3rd Month is the Month of Shavuot 
(Pentecost), it becomes a celebration of the Lord’s 
Provision
• Ingathering of the Wheat Harvest (Physical Provision)

• Giving of Torah (Boundaries and Revelation)

• The Gift of HOLY SPIRIT (Yeshua ‘Marrying His Bride’)

➢ “In everything you do, put God first, and he will direct you and crown your efforts 
with success.”

➢ Without God’s Law, (Torah/Instructions) we wouldn’t be 
truly free, because we wouldn’t know how to live. 
Freedom without rules is anarchy. Love sets standards 
and gives rules.

➢ Pentecost – a season of Divine Encounters

➢ When Kings go to War!

➢ The 3rd month in the Lord’s Redemptive Calendar, is all about 
Marriage – our ‘Kinsman Redeemer’ Yeshua Hamashiach, 
purchased us at Passover, and sealed it at Pentecost

➢ As we enter into the 4th month – In the natural, we can see a seasonal transition from 
Spring to Summer:
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➢ These 3 tribes were situated together under the standard of “Reuben”
• The shortcomings of the 1st two tribes gives us 

some prophetic insight as to what we need to 
be aware of in this season:

• Reuben lost his inheritance as 1st born and 
was declared by Jacob to be ‘unstable as 
water’

• Simeon participated with his brother Levi in the 
mass murder at shechem, and both were 
declared by Jacob to be “Instruments of cruelty”

➢ However, as redeemed children of the ‘Most-
High God’, we’ve been set free from the power 
of sin 

• “And having been set free from sin, you 
became slaves of righteousness.” (Rom 6:18)

➢As we flow in the Lord’s redemptive timing, in His SEASONS, this becomes 
a WEAPON that keeps CHAOS in check and brings LIFE (Abundant Life)!



➢ The 4th Month is used 6 times in Scripture:

What does scripture reveal about the events of the Fourth Month?

“By the ninth day of the fourth month the famine 
had become so severe in the city that there was no 
food for the people of the land.”
(2 Kings 25:3)

“The fourth captain for the fourth month was Asahel 
the brother of Joab, and Zebadiah his son after him; 
in his division were twenty-four thousand.”
(1 Chron 27:7)

“In the eleventh year of Zedekiah, in the fourth 
month, on the ninth day of the month, the city was 
penetrated.”
(Jer 39:2)

“By the fourth month, on the ninth day of the 
month, the famine had become so severe in the city 
that there was no food for the people of the land.”
(Jer 52:6)

“Now it came to pass in the 
thirtieth year, in the fourth month, 
on the fifth day of the month, as I 
was among the captives by the 
River Chebar, that the heavens 
were opened and I saw visions of 
God.”   (Ezekiel 1:1)

“Thus says the LORD of hosts:
‘The fast of the fourth month,
The fast of the fifth,
The fast of the seventh,
And the fast of the tenth,
Shall be joy and gladness and 
cheerful feasts
For the house of Judah.

➢ The 4th Month is used 6 times in Scripture:
What does scripture reveal about the events of the Fourth Month?

“Now it came to pass in the thirtieth year, in the fourth month, on the fifth day of the 
month, as I was among the captives by the River Chebar, that the heavens were opened 
and I saw visions of God.”   (Ezekiel 1:1)

“Thus says the LORD of hosts: ‘The fast of the fourth month, The fast of the fifth, 
The fast of the seventh, And the fast of the tenth, Shall be joy and gladness and 
cheerful feasts For the house of Judah. Therefore love truth and peace.   (Zech 8:19)

➢ As the redeemed, children of God, we can operate under an ‘open heaven’, which 
is the favor and blessings of the Lord – ‘open communications’ with the “Most 
High”

➢ Ultimately, the Lord will restore the fortunes of Judah, as described in Zech 12:8-10
“In that day the Lord will defend the inhabitants of Jerusalem; the one who is feeble 
among them in that day shall be like David, and the house of David shall be like God, 
like the Angel of the Lord before them. It shall be in that day that I will seek to destroy 
all the nations that come against Jerusalem. “And I will pour on the house of David and 
on the inhabitants of Jerusalem the Spirit of grace and supplication; then they will look 
on Me whom they pierced. Yes, they will mourn for Him as one mourns for his only son, 
and grieve for Him as one grieves for a firstborn.”

➢ What does the Torah reading cycle reveal about the nature of the Fourth Month?

➢ The Torah reading cycle will often align with what’s happening prophetically during 
any given month or season

➢ Last week’s Torah portion that dealt with the bad report of the ten spies began in 
the season of “the first ripe grapes” (Num 13:20)

➢ That would put the events of that time period (May/June) in the Fourth Month –
this will give us insight into what to avoid; then, we can embrace the blessings that 
the Lord wanted to release during this time

➢ Let’s look at the major events of Numbers 13 and 14, and see how it applies to us 
this month

➢ During the 4th month, (quite possibly on Rosh Chodesh), the twelve spies entered 
the Promised Land to spy out the Land and Its inhabitants. They saw that the Land 
was good, truly flowing with milk and honey, BUT the land was inhabited by giants

➢ How were they going to conquer these people and possess the Land? The ten spies 
returned with a bad report, despising the Land and doubting the Lord would be 
faithful to His Promise that Israel would be victorious, and would possess the Land



➢ What does the Torah reading cycle reveal about the nature of the Fourth Month?

➢ He promised them the victory! During this month ... whose words / report are we 
going to believe? Choose to stand in faith upon GOD (YHVH) and His Word! 

➢ This issue of a negative report, relates directly to another aspect of this month –
which is tied to the birth of Reuben, which is this month’s associated tribe

➢ It was Leah who named her first son Reuben, which means “See, a son!” She 
describes her reason for choosing this name: “Because GOD (YHVH) has seen my 
humiliation” (Genesis 29:32)

➢ Leah was painfully aware that she was Jacob’s wife through the deceptive 
manipulation of her father, and that Jacob’s true love was her sister Rachel, now 
his second wife. 

➢ Leah is the first to conceive and bear a son 
and she sees this as vindication and a gift 
from the Lord. He had seen her distress and 
had honoured her with Jacob’s first-born. 
Rabbinic literature thus associates the 4th 
month with the sense of sight, or vision 
(re’iyah). 



➢ What does the Torah reading cycle reveal about the nature of the Fourth Month?

➢ This makes sense, because it was the distorted ‘Vision’ of the 10 spies, who sinned 
through their sense of sight, because they viewed everything negatively and then 
carried a distorted vision of the Land back to the waiting Israelites. 

➢ Then one admonition for this month is to be careful what you see with your eyes –
are you going to trust in the Lord’s promises, or react out of your soul, in fear and 
rebellion?







➢ What does the Torah reading cycle reveal about the nature of the Fourth Month?

➢ The redemptive aspects of this Torah portion are to process every obstacle, every 
GIANT through faith and trust – no matter how imposing they are to the ‘natural 
man’

➢ Then one admonition for this month is to be careful what 
you SEE with your eyes – are you going to trust in the Lord’s 
promises, or react out of your soul, in fear and rebellion?

“But My servant Caleb, because he has a different spirit in him and has followed 
Me fully, I will bring into the land where he went, and his descendants shall inherit 
it.” (Num 14:24)

“The Lord your God in your midst,
The Mighty One, will save;

He will rejoice over you with gladness,
He will quiet you with His love,

He will rejoice over you with singing.”
(Zephaniah 3:17)

➢ Yes, he did exhibit some redeeming qualities: 
He intervened with his brothers to spare 
Joseph's life in (Gen 37:21-30) and he offered 
his own sons as surety for Benjamin’s safety in 
(Gen 42:37).

“So Leah conceived and bore a son, and she called his name Reuben; (See, a Son) 
for she said, “The Lord has surely looked on my affliction. Now therefore, my 
husband will love me.”  (Gen 29:32)

Reuben – Great Prophetic Destiny – Unstable as Water

➢ First born of Jacob and Leah

➢ He loses his first born status by having an affair with Jacob’s concubine Bilhah 
– Jacob declares this prophetic word over Reuben

“Reuben, you are my firstborn, My might and the beginning of my strength, The 
excellency of dignity and the excellency of power. Unstable as water, you shall not 
excel, Because you went up to your father’s bed; Then you defiled it— He went up 
to my couch.”  (Gen 49:3-4)

➢ Reuben is the classic example of what we would 
call today as a “Mixed Bag”



➢ In Numbers 23, we see they chose 
not to enter into the promised land

“Now Korah the son of Izhar, the son of 
Kohath, the son of Levi, with Dathan and 
Abiram the sons of Eliab, and On the son of 
Peleth, sons of Reuben, took men; and they 
rose up before Moses with some of the 
children of Israel, two hundred and fifty 
leaders of the congregation, 
representatives of the congregation, men 
of renown.”  (Num 16:1-2)

Reuben – Great Prophetic Destiny – Unstable as Water

➢ In this week’s Torah portion (KORAH), which addresses the rebellion of Korah 
– we see two prominent Reubenites joining in the rebellion

➢ True to Jacob’s prophecy, the 
Reubenites produced no significant 
man, no judge, no king, and no prophet



Reuben – Great Prophetic Destiny – Unstable as Water
➢ The sins of the past disqualified him from the blessings of the future.

• We know that as blood-bought children of God we can repent and be 
forgiven, but that does not mean the repercussions of our actions won’t 
continue to create issues, even in the generations that follow

➢ Like King David after him, he paid a terrible price for a night of pleasure.

➢ All the potential in the world won’t benefit you if you don’t develop self-control 
(a fruit of the Spirit)

➢ The enemy knows our weaknesses better than we do – and he will capitalize 
on them in times of stress and confusion

➢ You too can be preeminent in dignity and power, BUT -

➢ If you’re unstable as water, it’s only a matter of time before your potential is 
swept away by:

“Do not love the world or the things in the world. If anyone loves the world, the love 
of the Father is not in him. For all that is in the world—the lust of the flesh, the lust of 
the eyes, and the pride of life—is not of the Father but is of the world. And the world 
is passing away, and the lust of it; but he who does the will of God abides forever.” 

(1 John 2:15-17)



Reuben – Great Prophetic Destiny – Unstable as Water

➢ We all have tremendous 
potential in the Lord, but, 
just as the Lord spoke to 
Cain: “If you do well, will you 
not be accepted? And if you 
do not do well, sin lies at the 
door. And its desire is for you, 
but you should rule over it.” 
(Gen 4:7)

➢ Guard your heart – watch your mouth & confess the best the Lord has for 
you – Agree with the call He has on your life!



➢Because this season lends itself to self-indulgence, then it’s important 
that we pursue the Biblical antidote:

Israel and the Season of “Dire Straights”

➢ On the Eve of 29 June-30 June (17th of the 4th Month) marks the beginning of 
what is called the "Dire Straits".

➢ This is a 3-week time of prayer and fasting for the nation of Israel and (YHVH)'s 
People, ending on the 21st of July (9 Av). 

➢ Again, the 17th of the 4th month is a fast day for observant Jews (this is the fast of 
the fourth month recorded in (Zechariah 8:19) commemorating the breaching of 
the walls of Jerusalem by the Babylonians in 586 B.C.

➢ The period between this day (17th) and the 9th of month 5 (Av), when the Temple 
was destroyed, has come to be called "Bein HaMetzarim" or in English, "Between 
The [Dire] Straits". This name comes from Lamentations 1:3. 

“Removed hath Judah because of affliction, And because of the abundance of her 
service; She hath dwelt among nations, She hath not found rest, All her pursuers 
have overtaken her between the straits.” (YLT)

➢ Throughout history, this period of three weeks has been crucial and DIRE for the 
nation of Israel and GOD's People.  It is during this time that both Temples were 
destroyed and that much calamities have befallen the Jewish people. The 9th of the 
5th Month (9th of Av) is particularly an important date during this period. 



Israel and the Season of “Dire Straights”

➢ It is indeed a time calling for especial watchfulness over Israel and the Jews in 
the nations … pray for Israel and the peace of Jerusalem!

➢ Remember, that as the Wild Olive (the "church") is supported by the Root, the 
Natural Olive, this time is crucial for us as well.  We have been grafted in.

➢ Pray for the nation of Israel and GOD (YHVH)'s People; 
• that they be protected from evil that could possibly attempt to bring harassment 

and disaster during these three weeks. 
• Pray that the veil be lifted from the eyes of the Jews ... that they see and 

recognize their Messiah. 
“And I will pour out on the house of David 
and the inhabitants of Jerusalem a spirit of 
grace and supplication. They will look on me, 
the one they have pierced, and they will 
mourn for him as one mourns for an only 
child, and grieve bitterly for him as one 
grieves for a firstborn son.” (Zech 12:10)

The June new moon is a supermoon

Tonight's new moon is the 1st in a series of 3 new moon supermoons. The other 2 
will fall on July 13 and August 11.

➢ Remember how we began this presentation? The heavens are meant to be a 
blessing to us! 

➢ The term supermoon, was first coined around 1979. A supermoon is defined as “a 
new or full moon which occurs with the moon at or near (within 90 percent of) its 
closest approach to Earth in a given orbit.

➢ For those called to this level of spiritual warfare, you need to know that the 
June solstice is coming up on June 21, 2018, at 10:07 UTC – (5:07a.m.) our time

➢ In the Northern Hemisphere, this solstice marks the longest day of the year. 

➢ Pre-Flood and Post Flood Watchers and Nephilim built structures (like 
Stonehenge) that were used to track astronomical events in order to ‘legislate’ 
the heavenlies, creating chaos in the earth realm – manipulating the 
‘ordinances of heaven’

➢ Thousands Of Pagan religions Gather At Stonehenge For major astronomical events

➢ First of all we need to pray for their salvation – then we need to take authority and 
cancel their decrees into the heavenlies and worship of false gods

reveal to us any danger that lurks – help us to ‘Go Beyond’ and ‘Stay Hidden’

➢ “Father, we thank You, that You have blessed us with every spiritual blessing in 
the heavenly places in Christ!”

➢ “Lord, we thank You that as we flow in Your redemptive timing, in Your SEASONS, 
this becomes a WEAPON that keeps CHAOS in check and brings LIFE (Abundant 
Life)!”

➢ “Father, by Your grace, help us to be careful what we see with our eyes – and, in all 
things, motivate us to trust in the Your promises, no matter what giants we face”!

➢ “Lord, by Your grace we will guard our hearts – watching our mouths & confessing 
the best You have for us; pursuing character over gifting!
